
FEBRUARY 2020

OFTEN STORMY, WITH EXCEPTIONAL RAINFALL & FLOODING. GENERALLY VERY MILD WITH VERY LITTLE FROST ACROSS ENGLAND AND WALES. 

OCCASIONAL COLDER INCURSIONS INTO SCOTLAND & N IRELAND WITH SOME SNOWFALL AT TIMES. 

February saw the generally unsettled conditions from January persisting across much of the UK for much of the month, with theJet Stream often positioned across the country bringing a succession 

of low-pressure systems in from the Atlantic.  However, a brief build of high pressure between the 4th and the 7th brought a short period of mostly dry and settled conditions across the bulk of the 

country. From the 8th conditions deteriorated rapidly with a series of deep and complex areas of low pressure tracking across the country. The first one, christened Storm Ciara, brought some of 

the strongest winds of the winter season and windiest days for the country as a whole, forseveral years on the 9th. Peak gusts of 55-65mph were widely reported across much of the British Isles 

with gusts of 70-80mph recorded through Wales/NW/SW England. A peak gust of 93.2mph was recorded at Aberdaron. Storm Ciara also brought the wettest day of the month for much of the 

country with some very high and widespread 24/48hour rainfall totals. Wales and northern England were worst affected, with many stations, even at lower levels, recording values between 20-40mm 

with upland areas seeing anywhere between 50-100mm. The Brecon Beacons and Snowdonia saw totals widely above 100m with Capel Curig recording 103mm within 24hours on the 9th whilst 

Shap, Cumbria saw 144.8mm fall within a 48-hour period. Given February is statically a wet month in these regions, some locations saw their entire months worth of rain fall within these two days 

alone.  Conditions often remained blustery during the following days with wind gusts frequently peaking between 40-50mph across most parts of the country. The following weekend (15-16th) 

however saw another named storm, Dennis, rattle in from the Atlantic. Dennis brought a second bout of heavy rain and strong winds for most, again worst affected was Wales but also Scotland and 

northern England. Wind gusts of 60-90mph were recorded across the west with many stations across Wales and NW England recording totals between 20-50mm, close to 100mm again over the 

higher ground. As colder air sunk southwards as Dennis retreated, this turned rain to snow across much of Scotland.  Blusteryand unsettled conditions continued throughout the remainder of the 

month. Colder incursions from the west saw the rain turning to sleet and snow at times, especially so over Scotland. A small frontal system passing across England and Wales brought for many, the 

first proper spell of sleet and snow, even to lower levels, across England and Wales on the 27th whilst another frontal system delivered heavy snow across Scotland, with Loch Glascanochreporting 

18cm on the 28th. 

Mean temperatures for the month for the UK were 1.1°C above the 1981-2010 average with rainfall approximately 238% of the seasonal norm.
